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WHAT IS FOOD INSECURITY?

Food insecurity is the limited or uncertain
availability of nutritionally adequate and safe
foods, or the ability to acquire such foods in a
socially acceptable manner. The most extreme
form is often accompanied with physiological
sensations of hunger. One in five college
students are hungry and lack sufficient access to
food. Essex firmly believes that hunger should
not be an obstacle to student success.
